A rattle can: soda can with 10 pennies or beans. (Cover the opening with tape).

A hair tint applicator bottle filled with water (as a correction for your dog).

A sense of humor, your dog will appreciate it. Wear comfortable clothing and shoes. You will be active and may get a bit dusty.

Other family members are welcome but young children must be supervised by another adult.
Your focus should be on training your dog.

At-Home with your Dog

Practice_obedience commands 30-minutes a day with your dog.
Have all capable family members' practice with your dog.
Consider spaying/neutering your dog.

Increase social contact time with your dog.

Consider having the dog sleep inside your home.

Keep food reinforcers hidden from the dog's sight.

Remember that your dog is always learning, so apply the concepts learned in class throughout your day.
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
